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The meal packaging program, Operation Sharehouse, began in December of 2005. 
 
More than 40,000 volunteers have engaged in the program since its inception. 
 
Stop Hunger Now has nine meal packaging locations in Raleigh, Goldsboro and Charlotte, N.C.; South 
Hill, Lynchburg, Richmond and Hampton Roads, V.A.; Jackson, M.S; and Phoenix, AZ. 
 
There is demand to expand the program into Western N.C. as well as into northern Virginia, Florida, 
Georgia, Massachusetts, and Pennsylvania. 
 
Over 18 million meals have been packaged since the program’s inception. 
 
In 2006, 1.7 million meals were packaged surpassing the year’s goal by more than 700,000 meals. 
 
In 2007, more than 3.5 million meals were packaged exceeding the projected number of meals to be 
packaged by 60 percent. 
 
In 2008, 5.5 million meals were projected and 5.9 million were packaged.   
 
Stop Hunger Now uses its meal packaging program to support school feeding programs. 
 
School feeding programs promote education, encourage children to attend school, improve the health 
and nutrition of students, address gender inequalities, spur economic growth, combat child labor and 
create a platform for tackling global issues.

Stop Hunger Now provided crisis relief for poverty-stricken Liberia, hurricane victims in Haiti, as well as 
victims in Tsunami affected areas of Southeast Asia with meals assembled through the meal packaging 
program. 
     
Stop Hunger Now meals have been received in 25 countries: Congo, Belize, Haiti, Kenya, Nicaragua, 
Mexico, Tajikistan, Zimbabwe, Palestine, Burundi, Ghana, Liberia, Peru, Tanzania, Guatemala, Bolivia, 
Vietnam, El Salvador, Cuba, Nigeria, Zambia, Sudan, the Philippines, Moldova and Afghanistan.
